Andrews ~Thomas Woods Trail~ Cemetery

This small, private cemetery is located in a field just off of Thomas Woods Trail  (# 614) on the ‘Andrews Place’ about three miles from Zuni, VA. It is overgrown with weeds and not maintained although the vertical obelisk monument is quite visible from the road. Although there are only two concrete crypts with footstones, there are at least three unmarked mounds of dirt … obviously graves.

A solution of shaving cream foam and water was used to clean and improve the legibility of the inscriptions although, in some cases, not all of the inscriptions could be deciphered. Afterwards, a clean water spray was used to remove any residue. The comments between the, “[    ]” are informative comments and not inscribed on the stones. The comment [fs] indicates that the inscription is on a small footstone.
