This small cemetery is located off of Carrollton Blvd (# 17) on private property … the property owner discovered the cemetery in heavy underbrush after the property was purchased. He has maintained the surrounding area in good condition. The property owner also stated that there was evidence of other graves in the area, noted by depressions in the ground, although no visible stones or other markings were found.

A selection of shaving foam, water, or talcum powder was used to improve the legibility of the inscriptions on the older tombstones. Afterwards, a clean water spray was used to remove any residue. SSTF members were careful not to damage tombstones or artifacts during the transcription process.
