OBSERVATIONS

The cemetery is located at the intersection of Bob White Road and Poor House Road about 10 miles west of Smithfield. Major parts of it are overgrown and damage from hurricane Isabel is evident. Trees have fallen causing major damage to some tombstones and crypts. Some graves are beneath large fallen trees and are inaccessible for transcribing. Debris consisting of flower containers and other grave decorations that have blown from their original placement is abundant. Many graves are nothing more than dirt mounds with no visible identification. Some stone markers carry no inscription so it becomes impossible to identify the persons buried there. Approximately 88 unmarked graves were found.

This is the second visit and is actually a re-inventory of this cemetery … it was impossible to access some of the tombstones during the November 2003 visit due to trees blown down across many of the stones. In 2016 an Eagle Scout project cleaned up the cemetery and removed all of the downed trees and brush, so it was then possible to re-transcribe the older stones and update the cemetery listing to include burials since November 2003.

A selection of shaving foam, water, or talcum powder was used to improve the legibility of the inscriptions on the older tombstones. Afterwards, a clean water spray was used to remove any residue. GSSTF members were careful not to damage tombstones or artifacts during the transcription process.

Any text within the “[   ]” is a comment about the tombstone inscription, ex., [fs] indicates a footstone inscription, [slb] is a concrete slab, [hs] is a headstone. Throughout the transcribing process, an attempt was made to preserve the, ‘look and feel’ of the original inscriptions as regards word spacing, arrangement, and possible misspellings.
The Eagle Scout James Denoncout and his family were a great help in recording the tombstone inscriptions alongside the GSSTF members. James and his Dad did most, if not all, of the ‘heavy lifting’ in clearing the cemetery of fallen trees and heavy brush. It was my pleasure to have worked with all of them . . .  Ernest C.
