Notes:

(1) The word, “Jany” is actually engraved on the tombstone, not a typo.

(2) The blue marks on some of the tombstones is due to the use of a soft chalk, commonly called “sidewalk chalk” to increase legibility so the inscriptions could be read. It does not damage the stone and is dissipated by rain or even heavy dew.
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
