The following information was recorded by a GSSTF member, the cemetery was not visited by the entire team, no GPS readings were obtained and no pictures were taken. Hopefully, a future visit to the cemetery will resolve these discrepancies. Ancillary information was provided by a Johnson relative.
A selection of shaving foam, water, or talcum powder was used to improve the legibility of the inscriptions on the older tombstones. Afterwards, a clean water spray was used to remove any residue. GSSTF members were careful not to damage tombstones or artifacts during the transcription process.

Any text within the “[   ]” is a comment about the tombstone inscription, ex., [fs] indicates a footstone inscription. Throughout the transcribing process, an attempt was made to preserve the, ‘look and feel’ of the original inscriptions as regards word spacing, arrangement, and possible misspellings.

Born abt Sept 1848 – died July 1923



born abt July 1846 – died  between 1910-1920

Led to site by grandson Keith Johnson. Mr Johnson informed us that his grandparents Joel & Fannie Johnson  [other research leans towards Joel being married to Nancy or Nanny] were buried here. There is an old abandoned house that sits off Parson’s road. Family has not lived here since the 30s. House was later sold to another family who is possibly related to the people buried in Manley Cemetery also located near the site.

Joel Johnson and wife Nanny buried across small waterway with cemetery slabs over graves. Joseph B Johnson son scribed dates onto slabs. Several attempts were made to locate graves and they were not found.

Keith Johnson is the son of Joseph Benjamin Johnson and Mattie Bowden Johnson. Mattie was the daughter of Dempsey Bowden and Fanny Babb. Keith’s Babb grandparents were the first people buried at Colosse Church. Joseph & Fanny had seven children. Five children are still alive the oldest is 97 years old and Keith is the youngest at 75 yrs.

At the age of 10 yrs old, Keith’s brother, Joseph Leroy Johnson was out at the barn when a bolt of lightening struck the area and he was killed. The father tried to get to him but had to wait for the smoke to clear. He got his son and brought him back towards the house and laid him down. It was there that he took his final breaths. Joseph Leroy Johnson is buried at Colosse (11 Sep 1875-6 July 1925)

From this information Joel appears to be married to Nancy and they married about 1886. They had only one son Joseph B Johnson about November 1887. Joseph married Martha about 1908. By 1920 Nancy has died and by 1930 Joel has died.
