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This small cemetery is located in a forested area behind the Henry Saunders Place off of hwy # 460 about 2.2 miles east of Windsor. A deteriorated metal fence surrounds it and the entire area is heavily overgrown with dense vegetation and trees. One of the tombstones had fallen from its foundation and was erected to an upright position by team members.

Due to tombstone deterioration caused by weathering where the inscriptions were not legible, shaving cream foam was used to highlight the inscriptions and make them legible. Photographs # 2 and # 4 show the results of this process.

Any text within the “[   ]” is a comment about the tombstone inscription, ex., [fs] indicates a footstone inscription. Throughout the transcribing process, an attempt was made to preserve the, ‘look and feel’ of the original inscriptions as regards word spacing, arrangement, and possible misspellings.
