This small cemetery is located off of Harry Wilson Rd (gravel road) about one mile from Hwy. # 258. Access is through a rough path around the edge of a farmer’s field and through heavy underbrush at the end of that path. A somewhat elaborate fence, consisting of concrete posts and iron chain, surrounds the actual cemetery, which is about 67 feet x 34 feet. It was not possible to probe for additional tombstones due to the dense growth of vines, weeds, and fallen tree limbs. All visible names were on the large granite marker.

Any text within the “[   ]” is a comment about the tombstone inscription, ex., [fs] indicates a footstone inscription. Throughout the transcribing process, an attempt was made to preserve the, ‘look and feel’ of the original inscriptions as regards word spacing, arrangement, and possible misspellings.
