This small cemetery is located on private property (Myers Farm) on White Hill Trail (# 623) near Mill Swamp Baptist Church. It has not been maintained and is heavily overgrown. The surrounding metal fence has fallen in places with some sections missing. Most of the tombstone inscriptions were legible although some stones had sunk into the soil so that dirt had to be removed in order to read the inscription. A selection of shaving foam, water, or talcum powder was used to improve the legibility of the inscriptions on the older tombstones. Afterwards, a clean water spray was used to remove any residue.

GSSTF members were careful not to damage tombstones or artifacts during the transcription process.

Any text within the “[   ]” is a comment about the tombstone inscription, ex., [fs] indicates a footstone inscription. Throughout the transcribing process, an attempt was made to preserve the, ‘look and feel’ of the original inscriptions as regards word spacing, arrangement, and possible misspellings.
